Energypoverty is a major challengeacrossthe EU,havingits roots in low incomesand
energy inefficient housing. The EUSurveyon Income and Living Conditions(EUSILC)
estimatesthat 54 million Europeancitizens(10.8% of the EUpopulation) were unable
to keep their home adequately warm in 2012, with similar numbers being reported
with regardto the late paymentof utility bills or presenceof poor housingconditions.

The Commission'senergyefficiencyproposalsCleanEnergyfor all Europeanspackage
askMember Statesto take energypoverty into account, by requiring a shareof energy
efficiencymeasuresto be implemented as a priority in householdsaffected by energy
poverty or in socialhousing.

Also, as part of the EnergyUnion Governanceprocess,Member States will have to
monitor and report on energypoverty while the Commissionwill facilitate the exchange
of bestpractices.

The Commissionhas launched on January2018 the EnergyPoverty Observatory to
provide better data on the problem and its solutionsaswell as to help Member States
in their efforts to combatenergypoverty.
